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The Long and Winding Road Scarf

Materials:  2 skeins of chunky weight yarn

                 1 pair size 13 US needles
                 1 cable needle

Gauge is unimportant as long as fabric looks and feels the way you want it to.

8-st LC:  Slip 4 sts to cable needle and hold to front, K4, K4 from cable needle.

Cast on 20 sts

Knit 5 rows for garter stitch border before beginning pattern rows.

Pattern rows:

Rows 1, 3, 5, 7, (RS):  Knit across.

Row 2 and all WS rows:  K6, P8, K6
Row 9:  K6, 8-st LC, K6.
Rows 11, 13, 15: Knit across
Row 16: K6, P8, K6

Repeat rows 1 – 16 until 1” short of desired length.  

Knit 5 rows for garter stitch border.  Bind off all stitches.

Block carefully with steam.  Do not iron the scarf.  If acrylic yarn is used, you’ll need lots of steam to relax the acrylic.
